




Based on MNF-I IG’s inspection and its experience in inspecting life 
support areas across Iraq -- during this time the NEC was 1 of 58 areas 
inspected by MNF-I IG in Iraq – MNF-I IG advised me, among other things, 
of the following inspection results: 

•	 the FK camp at the NEC was clean and well kept; 

•	 the living areas were at least the 50 sq. ft. per person required by 
MNF-I IG standards; 

•	 the food was quite good; 

•	 latrine and shower facilities were clean and well kept; 

•	 the medical facility was very extensive, with several doctors and a 
full dental clinic; 

•	 the medical and dental care provided to the workers was 
exceptional; 

•	 no worker had circumvented Iraqi entry procedures or bypassed 
Iraq’s immigration process; 

•	 most of the workers had their passports voluntarily held by 
management to protect against loss or being stolen, and all those 
stated they requested management to do so and were aware their 
passports were their private property; and 

•	 no evidence was found to indicate the presence of severe forms of 
trafficking, such as for sexual exploration, abduction, slavery, or 
removal of organs. 

On balance, MNF-I IG concluded that (except for recruitment fees illegal 
in some workers’ country of origin) there was no evidence of TIP violations, 
and of the 58 living support areas inspected by MNF-I IG, the FK camp at 
the NEC “rated in the top third with above average quality of life 
conditions”. A copy of MNF-I IG’s report to me is appended hereto as 
Appendix A. 
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
